
 
 
 

 
We have learned that the electrical service 
which serves most of Somers Cove Marina is 
somewhat antiquated and is subject to 
malfunction.  So, in a pre-emptive effort, we are 
in the process of improving and upgrading our 
equipment, including transformers, switch gears, 
and underground cables in several areas. 
  
 
This winter there will be times when the 
electric around the marina will be shut off for 
a day or so.  Other times a shut off will affect 
only one or two piers.  This will cause some 
inconvenience for our boaters, but it is an 
unavoidable necessity.  We will keep you 
advised about dates your electric service may be 
disrupted, and we thank you in advance for your 
cooperation. 
 

 

 
 
Please winterize your boat!  Proper winterization 

will save you money over time, as using 
heaters (instead of winterizing) will be costly.  

 Recently I had a conversation with 
a boat owner who kept his boat at 
his own dock last winter.  He told 

me he had 2 portable heaters in 

his boat (the 750 w to 1500 w 
type).  He kept the settings on 
both heaters on 750 w.  While 
one would think his bill for the 
month might be pretty 
reasonable, he said his bill for

At the most recent Somers Cove Marina 
Commission meeting, a new fee schedule for 
rates at Somers Cove Marina was adopted.    
Please note that our annual slips will NOT 
GO UP! They continue to cost $54/ft.  2012 
will be the fifth year since the last increase.
